
The eye shape in the centre of the triangle symbolises 
the reawakening of the tipuna mind. 

 
The red symbol behind the eye is the Moko Kauae, the 
women’s moko with the double imagery of a Korowai 

opening, not dominating the image but walking quietly 
in the shadows.  It also symbolises Hine Waioranui the 

champion and keeper of all waters, the water of life 
and the two waters of the spirit, she also tramples on 

evil. 
 

The double imagery of the circle and specifically the 

red symbolises the tail feathers of the highly prized 

Amokura bird, which links Te Korowai Aroha to the 

flight of the Amokura and the return of something very 

rare.

What is Mauri Ora? 
Mauri Ora is a training programme that equips ākonga 
(students) to work with whānau, hapū, iwi in a uniquely  
kaupapa Māori way by providing effective interventions 
(particularly in areas of domestic violence, addiction,  
suicide, para-suicide, mental health, counselling and  
supervision).   
 
Mauri Ora helps ākonga to develop their own solutions 
when dealing with issues that arise within whānau, hapū, 
iwi, based on an understanding of Māori culture and using 
those cultural principals to work on transformative  
outcomes. 

General Entry Requirements 
Māori currently engaging with whanau, hapū and/or iwi 
through CYFs approved community support agencies or 
agencies that are supported by tangata whenua/mana 
whenua. 
  

Where is the training held? 
All Mauri Ora training is noho marae based and held at 
various Marae within the rohe (region) the training is  
undertaken.  Confirmation of location is advised prior to the 
training. 
 

Commitment of Ākonga/Agencies 
To graduate, ākonga must have completed and attained the 
module competencies for all ten modules.  Ākonga must 
also provide evidence of supervised practicum hours  
utilising the teachings and models they have learnt after 
each module. 
 

Pathways After Mauri Ora 
Te Korowai Aroha o Aotearoa also offers a select number of 
places on their Paearahi programme which further develops 
Kaiwhakaruruhau to becoming Kaiako. 
 
Kaiwhakaruruhau are encouraged to register with  
Te Awhi Paa Trust for recognition and validation as a  
licensed Kaiwhakaruruhau.  Te Awhi Paa Trust ensures best 
practice models are maintained and that Kaiwhakaruruhau 
maintain a professional code of conduct/ethics.
